  Astrid Reisinger Coracini, Post-doc Lecturer and Researcher,    
  University of Vienna
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Olympia Bekou is Professor of Public Interna�onal Law and Head of the 
School of Law at the University of No�ngham. A qualified lawyer, she speci-
alises in interna�onal criminal law. Olympia has undertaken numerous 
capacity-building missions, including in post-conflict situa�ons (such as 
Colombia, the DRC, Liberia, Sierra Leone and Uganda), has provided legisla-
�on dra�ing assistance to Samoa (with legisla�on enacted in November 
2007) and Jamaica, and has been involved in training the Thai judiciary. She 
is Deputy Director of the Case Matrix Network, a member of the Advisory Board of the 
Centre for Interna�onal Law Research and Policy (CILRAP), and Editor of the Torkel Opsahl 
Academic EPublisher (TOAEP). She is also a member of the Execu�ve Board of Civitas 
Maxima and board member of GJRP and Tallawah Jus�ce for Women. Olympia is responsible 
for the Na�onal Implemen�ng Legisla�on Database (NILD) of the ICC Legal Tools Project, the 
creator of the Coopera�on and Judicial Assistance Database (CJAD), and has taught extensi-
vely worldwide. In 2014, she was awarded the University of No�ngham Knowledge Exchan-
ge and Innova�on Award for Societal Impact in Social Sciences for her work and in 2015-2016 
she was recognised as an Impact Leader as part of ESRC’s impact leaders programme.

Ambassador Dr. Konrad Bühler is the Legal Adviser and Director of the Legal 
Office of the Austrian Federal Ministry for European and Interna�onal 
Affairs. From 2014 to 2023, he headed the Ministry’s Department of Public 
Interna�onal Law, and from 2011 to 2014, the Unit for Mul�lateral Interna-
�onal Legal Issues. From 2004 to 2011, he was the Legal Adviser at the 
Permanent Mission of Austria to the United Na�ons in New York. From 
1999 to 2004, he worked in the Legal Office and the Office of the Special 
Envoy for Res�tu�on Issues. Among the variety of topics, Mr. Bühler has focussed on interna-
�onal criminal law and the Interna�onal Criminal Court (ICC). For almost two decades, he 
has par�cipated in the Assembly of States Par�es of the ICC as member and head of the 
Austrian delega�on. In December 2017, he was co-facilitator of the nego�a�ons that led to 
the ac�va�on of the ICC’s jurisdic�on over the crime of aggression. During Austria’s mem-
bership in the UN Security Council from 2009 to 2010, he headed the nego�a�ons leading to 
the adop�on of Resolu�on 1966 (2010) on the establishment of the Residual Mechanism for 
the Interna�onal Criminal Tribunals for former Yugoslavia and Rwanda.

Roger S. Clark is Professor Emeritus at Rutgers Law School, Camden, New 
Jersey, where he taught for 49 years. He is a graduate of Victoria University 
of Wellington in his na�ve New Zealand and of Columbia Law School in New 
York. He has published widely on Interna�onal Criminal Law, the Law of 
Interna�onal Organiza�ons and on Human Rights. He was a member of the 
former UN Commi�ee on Crime Preven�on and Control. He represented 
Samoa in the nego�a�ons on the Rome Statute, including in Rome and 
Kampala, and was ac�ve in the Special Working Group on the Crime of Aggression.
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David Donat-Ca�n (Ph.D., Law) is Adjunct Associate Professor of Interna-
�onal Law at New York University (NYU) Center for Global Affairs. He 
recently joined the Center for Interna�onal Law Research and Policy 
(CILRAP) as Research Fellow and the Montreal Ins�tute for Genocide and 
Human Rights Studies at Concordia University as Senior Fellow. His acade-
mic work runs parallel to a career in civil society: He was the Secretary-Ge-
neral (2014-22) of Parliamentarians for Global Ac�on (PGA), the largest 
interna�onal network of individual lawmakers, where he had served as Senior Director, 
Legal Advisor and European Coordinator (2000-13). At PGA, he informed, sensi�zed, and 
mobilized parliamentarians who promoted the universality and effec�veness of the Rome 
Statute system in more than 120 countries, contribu�ng to the ra�fica�on process of 78 
out of the current 123 States Par�es while assis�ng domes�c implemen�ng legisla�on in 
37 States. He par�cipated in the ICC process since 1995. One of his dra�ing-proposals was 
tabled by New Zealand in 1997 and led to the incorpora�on of vic�ms’ par�cipa�on in the 
ICC procedural law. He serves pro-bono causa in the advisory councils of the Global Ins�tu-
te for the Preven�on of Aggression (GIPA) and the Interna�onal Center for Mul�genera�o-
nal Legacies of Trauma (ICMGLT).

Silvia Fernández de Gurmendi assumed func�ons as the President of the 
Assembly of States Par�es to the ICC for a three-year term on 12 February 
2020. Prior to her tenure, she was a Judge at the ICC, notably as its Presi-
dent from 2015 to 2018. Throughout her career, Ms. Fernandez de 
Gurmendi has been involved in the crea�on, startup and func�oning of 
the ICC, including by presiding over the nego�a�on process of the Rules 
of Procedure and Evidence during the Preparatory Commission for the 
ICC and as Chef de Cabinet and Director in the Office of the Prosecutor of the ICC. Prior to 
her tenure at the ICC, Ms. Fernández de Gurmendi was a diplomat in the Argen�nian 
Foreign Service, having served as the Legal Adviser to the Permanent Mission of Argen�na 
to the United Na�ons and the Director General for Human Rights in the Argen�nian Minis-
try of Foreign Affairs, amongst other func�ons. She is currently the Chair of the Global 
Ac�on Against Mass Atroci�es Crimes (GAAMAC), the President of the La�n American 
Society of Interna�onal Law (LASIL-SLADI) and member of the Advisory Board of the 
Nuremberg Principles Academy. 

James A. Goldston is the execu�ve director of the Open Society Jus�ce 
Ini�a�ve, which advances the rule of law and legal protec�on of rights 
worldwide through advocacy, li�ga�on, research, and the promo�on of 
legal capacity. A leading prac��oner of interna�onal human rights and 
criminal law, Goldston has li�gated several groundbreaking cases before 
the European Court of Human Rights and United Na�ons treaty bodies, 
including on issues of torture, counterterrorism, and racial discrimina�on. 
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Goldston previously served as coordinator of prosecu�ons and senior trial a�orney in the 
Office of the Prosecutor at the Interna�onal Criminal Court. He was also the legal director 
of the Budapest-based European Roma Rights Centre; director general for human rights of 
the Mission to Bosnia-Herzegovina of the Organiza�on for Security and Coopera�on in 
Europe; and prosecutor in the Office of the United States A�orney for the Southern 
District of New York, where he focused on organized crime. Goldston graduated from 
Columbia College and Harvard Law School and has taught at Columbia Law School and 
Central European University.

Leena Grover joined Tilburg Law School in the Netherlands as Associate 
Professor of Interna�onal Law a�er a decade of interna�onal and na�o-
nal legal prac�ce. As legal adviser to the chief nego�ators on the crime of 
aggression from 2007 to 2010, she assisted with dra�ing the defini�on of 
this crime and condi�ons for the exercise of jurisdic�on in the Rome 
Statute of the Interna�onal Criminal Court (ICC). She is the author of 
Interpreting Crimes in the Rome Statute of the International Criminal 
Court (CUP 2014) and served as managing editor of The Crime of Aggression: A Commen-
tary, Claus Kreß and Stefan Barriga (eds.) (CUP 2016). Her research in the field of interna�-
onal criminal law has been published in leading journals, including the American Journal of 
International Law and European Journal of International Law, as well as been cited inter 
alia by the ICC Appeals Chamber and UN Interna�onal Law Commission. Leena is a 
member of the Council of Advisers of The Global Ins�tute for the Preven�on of Aggression.

Patrycja Grzebyk – Dr.Hab.Iur, Associate Professor, University of Warsaw. 
Her main research interests focus on Interna�onal Humanitarian Law, 
Interna�onal Criminal law, Use of Force and the role of interna�onal 
courts. Author of numerous publica�ons including monographs: Human 
and Non-Human Targets in Armed Conflicts (CUP 2022); Criminal Respon-
sibility for the Crime of Aggression (Routledge 2013); and ar�cles/chap-
ters, e.g. Key Risks and Difficulties of Aggression Trials (Springer 2021). 
Editor-in-chief of ESIL Reflections and co-editor-in-chief of the Journal of International 
Humanitarian Action (Springer). Member of the board of the European Society of Interna-
�onal Law and Director of the Network on Humanitarian Ac�on at the University of 
Warsaw. Expert of the OSCE Human Dimension (Moscow) Mechanism. Member of the 
Interna�onal Law Associa�on’s Commi�ee on the Use of Force: Military Assistance on 
Request. She was visi�ng professor e.g. at the University of Bologna, University of 
Cambridge, University of Geneva, Ludwig-Maximilians-Universität München, Na�onal 
Taiwan University. ORCID 0000-0003-4022-7018.
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Dr. Anton Korynevych is a Ukrainian lawyer specializing in public interna-
�onal law, interna�onal humanitarian and interna�onal criminal law. He 
serves as Ambassador-at-large in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukrai-
ne. Dr. Korynevych is the Agent of Ukraine before the Interna�onal Court 
of Jus�ce in the Allega�ons of Genocide and the Applica�on of the 
Interna�onal Conven�on for the Suppression of the Financing of Terro-
rism and of the Interna�onal Conven�on on the Elimina�on of All Forms 
of Racial Discrimina�on cases (Ukraine v. Russian Federa�on). Dr. Korynevych is also 
Co-Agent of Ukraine before the Interna�onal Court of Jus�ce in a dispute under the 
Conven�on for the Suppression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil Avia�on (Cana-
da, the Kingdom of Sweden, Ukraine and the United Kingdom of Great Britain and 
Northern Ireland v. Islamic Republic of Iran). Dr. Korynevych has been working on legal 
consequences of Russian aggression against Ukraine since February 2014. He provided 
training and advice to Ukrainian prosecutorial authori�es and Ukrainian human rights 
non-governmental organiza�ons, and he par�cipated in dra�ing of relevant na�onal 
legisla�on. Among other func�ons, he is the Head of the Task Force Working Group on 
freeze, seize and confisca�on of Russian assets within the Prosecutor General’s Office of 
Ukraine and is coordina�ng the issue of the establishment of the Special Tribunal for the 
Crime of Aggression against Ukraine in the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine.

Claus Kreß is a Professor of Interna�onal Law and Criminal Law. He is the 
Director of the Ins�tute of Interna�onal Peace and Security Law at the 
University of Cologne. His prior prac�ce was in the German Federal 
Ministry of Jus�ce. In addi�on to his scholarly work, comprising more 
than 200 publica�ons on the law on the use of force, the law of armed 
conflicts and interna�onal criminal law, he has been a member of Germa-
ny’s delega�ons in the nego�a�ons regarding the Interna�onal Criminal 
Court as between 1998 and 2017. In 2019, he was appointed Judge ad hoc at the Interna�-
onal Court of Jus�ce in the Case of the Application of the Convention on the Prevention and 
Punishment of the Crime of Genocide (The Gambia v. Myanmar). Since 2021, he has been 
serving as the Special Adviser to the Prosecutor of the Interna�onal Criminal Court on the 
Crime of Aggression. 

Ursula Kriebaum, Professor of Public Interna�onal Law at the University 
of Vienna; staff member in the office of the legal adviser of the Austrian 
Ministry of Foreign Affairs (2000, 2001); legal expert in the team of the 
Austrian Special Envoy for Holocaust Res�tu�on Issues (2000, 2001); 
delegate to the UN Preparatory Commi�ee for an Interna�onal Criminal 
Court; short term expert in an EU Twinning Project; nomina�on by the 
Austrian government for the elec�on of the Austrian judge to the Europe-
an Court of Human Rights elec�on in 2007; legal expert in various investment arbitra�ons
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and human rights cases; member of the Permanent Court of Arbitra�on (since 2014); 
member of the Panel of Arbitrators under the Agreement on the Withdrawal of the United 
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland from the European Union; member of the 
Panel of Conciliators maintained by the Interna�onal Centre for Se�lement of Investment 
Disputes, alternate member of the Court of Concilia�on and Arbitra�on within the OSCE 
(since 2013); member of the Arbitra�on panel for the Protocol on Cultural Coopera�on to 
the Free Trade Agreement between the European Union and its Member States and the 
Republic of Korea.

Milan Lipovský (Dr., Ph.D.) is a senior lecturer and researcher at the 
Department of Interna�onal Law, Faculty of Law, Charles University 
(Prague). He focuses primarily on interna�onal criminal law, law of 
interna�onal peace and security and human rights. In 2020 and 2021, he 
was a visi�ng scholar at the Nova Southeastern University in Fort Lauder-
dale (Florida, USA) and in 2022, he was a visi�ng researcher at the Ins�tu-
te for Interna�onal Peace and Security Law, University of Cologne (Germa-
ny). He regularly publishes in the field of interna�onal criminal law, par�cularly regarding 
the crime of aggression and the crime of genocide. Recent publica�ons include “Universal 
Jurisdiction and the Crime of Genocide”. In: Šturma, P./ Lipovský, M. (eds.) The Crime of 
Genocide Then and Now. Evolution of a Crime (Brill/Nijhoff 2022).

Irmgard Marboe is Professor of Interna�onal Law at the University of 
Vienna. In her research she focuses on interna�onal investment law, the 
law of areas beyond na�onal jurisdic�on, in par�cular the law of outer 
space, and human rights and Islamic law. Her book on Calculation of 
Compensation and Damages in International Investment Law (OUP 2009, 
2nd ed. 2017) is widely quoted in academic publica�ons and in interna�o-
nal arbitra�on. She was co-rapporteur of the Islamic Law & Interna�onal 
Law Commi�ee of the Interna�onal Law Associa�on (ILA) and co-authored the book The 
Rule of Law, Freedom of Expression and Islamic Law (Hart Publishing 2017). From 2008 to 
2018, she was the director of the “Vienna Interna�onal Chris�an-Islamic Summer Univer-
sity”. Since 2008, she is the head of the Na�onal Point of Contact (NPOC) for space law of 
the European Centre for Space Law. In 2016, she received the “Dis�nguished Services 
Award” of the Interna�onal Ins�tute of Space Law. Her book Legal Aspects of Planetary 
Defence (ed., Brill/Nijhoff 2021) received the 2022 Social Sciences Book Award of the 
Interna�onal Academy of Astronau�cs (IAA). Her research and teaching ac�vi�es abroad 
include Stanford University (CA, USA) and Western Sydney University (Australia).
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Dr. Carrie McDougall teaches and researches interna�onal law at the 
University of Melbourne, specialising in the ius ad bellum, interna�onal 
criminal law and interna�onal humanitarian law. She returned to acade-
mia a�er nearly a decade working for the Australian Department of 
Foreign Affairs and Trade, where she served first as Legal Specialist and 
Assistant Director of the Interna�onal Law Sec�on in Canberra and then 
as Legal Adviser at Australia’s Mission to the United Na�ons in New York. 
She par�cipated in the Special Working Group on the Crime of Aggression and the Rome 
Statute Review Conference, is the author of The Crime of Aggression under the Rome 
Statute of the International Criminal Court (2nd ed., CUP 2021), is a member of the Council 
of Advisers of the Global ins�tute for the Preven�on of Aggression, and is currently one of 
a small group of experts advising the Government of Ukraine on the prosecu�on of crimes 
of aggression.

Dr. Astrid Reisinger Coracini is a post-doc lecturer and researcher at the 
Ins�tute of European, Interna�onal and Compara�ve Law at the Universi-
ty of Vienna. Her research focuses on sources of interna�onal law, the use 
of force, interna�onal criminal law, and interna�onal humanitarian law. 
She par�cipated in the nego�a�ons of the Special Working Group on the 
Crime of Aggression and has been a member of the Austrian delega�ons 
to the Assembly of States Par�es, the first Review Conference, and the 
Commi�ee for Protec�on of Cultural Property in the Event of Armed Conflict. On na�onal 
level, Dr. Reisinger Coracini was part of the expert groups for the implementa�on of crimes 
under interna�onal law in the Austrian criminal code and for the implementa�on of the 
crime of aggression in the German code of crimes against interna�onal law. She is a 
member of the Council of Advisers of the Global ins�tute for the Preven�on of Aggression 
and serves on the Advisory Boards of the Centre for the Enforcement of Human Rights 
Interna�onal and the Austrian Research Centre for Post War Trials. 

Deborah Ruiz Verduzco is the Execu�ve Director of the Trust Fund for 
Vic�ms (TFV) at the Interna�onal Criminal Court (ICC). In this capacity Ms. 
Ruiz Verduzco is responsible for ensuring the TFV is successfully imple-
men�ng its mission to give effect to vic�ms’ right to repara�ons (which 
may take the form of res�tu�on, compensa�on or rehabilita�on), facilita-
te the implementa�on of awards made by the ICC against convicted 
persons and undertake ini�a�ves for the benefit of vic�ms and their 
families. Through its programmes and ac�vi�es the TFV aims to contribute to redressing 
the harm suffered by vic�ms of Rome Statute crimes. 



PANELLISTS

Prof. Dr. Kirsten Schmalenbach is Professor of Interna�onal Law and 
European Union Law at the Paris-Lodron University Salzburg (PLUS). 
Before she accepted this posi�on in 2010, she was Law Professor at the 
Karl-Franzens-University Graz and at the University of Bayreuth. Professor 
Schmalenbach was Senior Research Fellow at the Berlin Potsdam 
Research Group “The Interna�onal Rule of Law – Rise or Decline” (2021) 
and presently implements the Austrian Science Funds Project “United 
Na�ons Tort Law” (2021 to 2024). She extensively published in the legal fields of interna�-
onal ins�tu�onal law, legal sources of interna�onal law (Dörr/Schmalenbach, A Commen-
tary on the Vienna Convention on the Law of Treaties, Springer 2018) as well as responsibi-
lity and liability in interna�onal organiza�ons and other subjects of interna�onal law. In 
addi�on, Professor Schmalenbach was co-counsel in proceedings before the PCA and 
ISCID.

Dire Tladi is Professor of Interna�onal Law and holder of the SARChI Chair 
in Interna�onal Cons�tu�onal Law and Future Africa Chair in Global 
Equity in Africa at the University of Pretoria with well over 100 academic 
publica�ons (ar�cles, books and chapters in books). He is a former 
member and Chair of the UN Interna�onal Law Commission, and was the 
ILC Special Rapporteur on Peremptory Norms. He is also a member of the 
Institut de Droit International, and a two-�me Fulbright grant holder. He 
was previously a lawyer for the South African Foreign Ministry, a posi�on that saw him 
serve a four-year s�nt as Legal Counsel for the South African Permanent Mission to the 
United Na�ons in New York. A�er leaving government service, he was retained by the 
Foreign Minister to serve as her Special Adviser, a posi�on he held from 2014-2018. He is 
currently South Africa’s candidate for elec�on to the Interna�onal Court of Jus�ce.

Jennifer Trahan is a Professor at NYU's Center for Global Affairs where 
she directs the Concentra�on in Interna�onal Law and Human Rights. She 
also serves as Convenor of the Global Ins�tute for the Preven�on of 
Aggression. She is a leading expert on topics of interna�onal law, interna-
�onal jus�ce, and interna�onal criminal tribunals.  She serves as one of 
the US representa�ves to the Use of Force Commi�ee of the Interna�onal

including as Vice President. She also served on the Council of Advisers on the Applica�on 
of the Rome Statute to Cyberwarfare. She addi�onally is part of a working group advising 
Ukraine and others on the Special Tribunal for the Crime of Aggression. Her book, Legal 
Limits to Security Council Veto Power in the Face of Atrocity Crimes (CUP 2020) was awar-
ded the “2020 ABILA Book of the Year Award” by the American Branch of the Interna�onal 
Law Associa�on.
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Patricia Viseur Sellers is an interna�onal lawyer. She is the Special 
Advisor for Slavery Crimes for the Office of the Prosecutor of the Inter-
na�onal Criminal Court and the former Special Advisor for Gender. Ms. 
Sellers is a Visi�ng Fellow at Kellogg College of the University of Oxford 
where she teaches interna�onal criminal law and human rights law. She 
is a Prac�cing Professor at London School of Economics and a Senior 
Research Fellow at the Human Rights Center of the University of Califor-
nia, Berkeley. She was the Legal Advisor for Gender, Ac�ng Head of the Legal Advisory 
Sec�on and a prosecutor at the Yugoslav (ICTY) Tribunal from 1994-2007 and the Legal 
Advisor for Gender at the Rwanda Tribunal (ICTR) from 1995-1999. She developed the 
legal strategies and was a member of the trial teams of Akayesu, Furundzija, and Kuna-
rac. These landmark decisions remain the pre-imminent legal standards for the interpre-
ta�on of sexual violence as war crimes, crimes against humanity, genocide, torture and 
enslavement.

Ambassador Chris�an Wenaweser has served as the Permanent Repre-
senta�ve of Liechtenstein to the United Na�ons in New York since 2002. 
From 2020 to 2022, he led Liechtenstein’s efforts at the United Na�ons 
to reform the use of the veto in the Security Council (known as the ‘Veto 
Ini�a�ve’), which came to frui�on when the General Assembly adopted 
a resolu�on by consensus in April 2022. Under his leadership, in 2016, 
Liechtenstein spearheaded the crea�on of the legal Syria Mechanism 
(known as the ‘IIIM’) through the General Assembly to support the inves�ga�on and 
prosecu�on of interna�onal crimes since 2011. From 2009 to 2011, he served as Presi-
dent of the Assembly of States Par�es to the Rome Statute of the Interna�onal Criminal 
Court (ICC). From 2004 to 2009, he served as Chairman of the Special Working Group on 
the Crime of Aggression. Other previously held func�ons include: Vice-President of the 
61st session of the UN General Assembly (2006-2007), Vice-Chair of the Open-Ended 
Working Group on Security Council Reform (2004-2005), Chairman of the Ad hoc 
Commi�ee on the Scope of Legal Protec�on under the 1994 Conven�on on the Safety of 
United Na�ons and Associated Personnel (2003-2005), Chairman of the UN General 
Assembly’s Third Commi�ee (2002). Previously, Mr. Wenaweser worked as Counselor 
and Deputy Permanent Representa�ve of Liechtenstein to the UN and as diploma�c 
officer in the Office for Foreign Affairs in Liechtenstein. Mr. Wenaweser studied litera-
ture, languages, history and philosophy at Zurich University, and diplomacy at the 
Ins�tut Universitaire de Hautes Etudes Interna�onales (IUHEI) in Geneva. 
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Stephan Wi�ch is Professor of Interna�onal Law at the Department of 
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
